Students are encouraged to check their credit report on a regular
basis. Under the Federal Credit Reporting Agency, you may get
your credit report FREE at www.annualcreditreport.com. (This is
not the same as the ones advertised on television.) You can
obtain up to three credit reports annually (one from each
reporting agency) so why not check these to make sure you are
on your way to a healthy credit score and also that nobody is
using your identity?

In addition, if you are declined credit, you can obtain a free credit
report within 60 days of being declined.

You have to pay a fee to obtain your credit score but it's worth it
to check your score about once a year. If your score is below
660, you should act immediately.

3 steps to improve your credit score:

1. PAY EVERY BILL ON TIME. One late payment can
instantly reduce your credit score.

2. PAY DOWN THE CARDS WITH BALANCES FIRST. You
get points deducted whenever your balance is greater
than 50% of your credit limit.

3. DO NOT CANCEL ANY CREDIT CARDS. Your credit
score is based on length of credit and the available credit
that you are actually using so often cancelling a credit
card can actually raise your credit score.
