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If you haven’t completed your FAFSA for 2007-2008! 

Go to www.fafsa.ed.gov and complete the FASFA now.    

At the end of each academic year, lenders begin to mail out unsolicited 

consolidation letters.  Lenders purchase your name from one of the three 

credit bureaus and have no idea whether or not you are eligible to 

consolidate.   

 

As of July 1, 2006, students are eligible to consolidate when in their 

grace period (the 6 months after your graduate or drop below half-time) 

or in repayment.  For those of you who are eligible to consolidate, please 

weigh your options carefully.  There are many “fly-by-night” lenders 

who are in the consolidation business.  We recommend that you stay with 

a major lender in the student loan industry. 

 

You have the right to OPT OUT from receiving these types of unsolicited 

mailings by contacting both the phone number on the mailing and 

insisting on being taken off their mailing lists –AND- by calling 1-888-5-

OPT-OUT (1-888-567-8688).  The OPT OUT option is also helpful in 

preventing identity theft as it will reduce the number of credit card offers 

that come through the mail in your name.

TAKE 15 
It’s that time of the year when you are registering for classes.  We highly recommend that you take at 

least 15 credits each semester.  Taking 15 credits each semester will help you stay on track to graduate 

in a timely manner, save you money in the long run, helps students to engage in college life.   

 

Moreover, if you are a Millennium Scholar, it gives you a buffer so that you meet the requirement to 

complete at least 12 credits each semester.  If you only take 12 credits and you drop or fail credits, then 

you lose your Millennium Scholarship.  There is no appeal process when you lose your Millennium 

Scholarship eligibility.  So heed our advice and TAKE 15.
